When a wife/mom is first to connect to the faith community, 22% of the families follow.

1. “As the father goes, so goes the family, and so goes the nation.” Woman is the heart of 

the home; if her heart is broken, so is the family.  

2. Men often define themselves by what we do, who we are, and what we own.   

3. Men can have lots of acquaintances but may by isolated (Ecclesiastes 4:9-10) 

 

Overview of Men in Our Society (con’t) 

4. The condition of men in America: Overall, men are committing suicide at four times the 

rate of women.   Men between the ages of 18 and 29 suffer alcohol dependency at three 

times the rate of women of the same age group.   More than 2/3 of all alcoholics are men, 

50% more men are regular users of illicit drugs than women.    

5. Men account for more than 90% of arrests for alcohol and drug abuse violations. More 

than 80% of America’s homeless are men. Stress on men is taking its toll.  Men’s life 

expectancy is 10% shorter then women’s.  Incidences of stress related illnesses like heart 

disease and certain cancers remains very high among men.1 

6. We live in a culture that does not give appropriate value to the importance of men.    

 

Men and Crime / Health4 

9 of 10 people arrested for drug abuse are men. 8.8 of 10 arrested for drunk driving are men 

9 of 10 arrested for serious crimes are men. 7 of 10 who fail one or more grades in 

school are male. 

8 of 10 who commit juvenile crimes are male. 7.5 of 10 who commit suicide are men. 

 7.5 of 10 patients in mental institutions are 

men.
